Textbook: Algebra I - Glencoe
     This mathematics course offers a systematic structured approach to the study of Algebra. The course is aligned to the California State Standards in Mathematics.  This course involves the rigorous application of word problems and algebraic concepts, the use of linear and quadratic equations using fractions, roots, exponents, graphs, factoring and the use of functions.
Evaluation Criteria
     A variety of assessment techniques will be used to measure student achievement including teacher observation of student participation in classroom assignments and activities, individual and group assignments, tests.

Credit is earned by passing 1 quiz, 1 test for each of the six chapters (.84 credits for each chapter - 6x .84 cr = 5 credits for each trimester ) 

All chapter tests are State Standards based- benchmarks. Tests are given each Friday.  
Students who are absent can make up missed tests after school. After school tutoring is also available.
